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OZET

Kiilttirel algi modellerinde 6zellikle kadinlar i¢in Ongoriilen kaliplar, kadinin iginde
yasadig1 topluma ve inang sistemlerine gore degismektedir. Toplumsal ve kiiltiirel cinsiyet
anlayisina paralel olarak yiiklenen sembolik anlamlar da cinsiyete bakis odagini ortaya koyar
niteliktedir. Inang sistemi araciligiyla olusturulan ilkeler disinda, antik donemde kadinin bir
figiir olarak yaptig isler ve iistlendigi roller de toplumsal cinsiyet ¢er¢evesinde sekillenmistir.
Antik donemde, toplumsal diisiincenin sanatla pekistirildigi ve ¢esitli materyaller araciligiyla
olusturulan gorsel triinler ve epigrafik metinler, kadinin idealize edilmis formunu
yansitmaktadir.

Antik donemde kadin ve kadinla ilgili tasvirler zengin bir arkeolojik buluntu grubunu
olusturmaktadir. Antik Yunan diinyasinda kadinin tanriga, kralige, es, anne ve giindelik
yasamdan tasvirleri, ikonografik olarak kendine bigildigi roller geregince belli bir gelenegi
takip etmektedir. Yunan sanatinin Ozellikle seramik formlar1 {izerinden degerlendirilen
Oykiileyici tisluptaki kadin betimleri, kadinin gilinliik hayatina iliskin veriler sunmaktadir.

Sinirlt bir alandan eristigimiz tasvirler, kitle iletisim araglarinin benzersiz bir hizla
cogaldig1 giinliimiiz diinyasinda genis bir alanda kendini ifade etme sans1 bulmaktadir. Toplum
ve sanati anlamak adimna, gegmisin ikonografik betimlemeleri yeni yaklasimlar araciligiyla
gorsel olarak zenginlestirilebilmekte ve gecmis ile gliniimiiz arasindaki baglantiy1
kuvvetlendirebilmektedir. Gorsel anlamda devrim niteligi tasiyan yapay zeka araglari
beslendikleri ¢esitli kaynaklar araciligi ile bu ifade alanlari i¢in benzersiz bir iletisim bigimi
olugturmaktadir. Bu baglamda Yunan sanatinda kadin betimlerinden yararlanilarak olusturulan
sablon, yapay zekanin algisiyla yeniden yorumlanmaistir.

SUMMARY

In cultural perception models, the patterns envisaged especially for women vary according to
the society and belief systems in which women live. In parallel with the social and cultural understanding
of gender, the symbolic meanings attributed to gender also reveal the focus of the view of gender. Apart
from the principles established through the belief system, the works and roles of women as a figure in
antiquity were also shaped within the framework of gender. In antiquity, visual products and epigraphic
texts, in which social thought was reinforced through art and created through various materials, reflect
the idealized form of women.

Depictions of women and women in antiquity constitute a rich group of archaeological finds. In
the ancient Greek world, depictions of women as goddesses, queens, wives, mothers and everyday
women follow a certain tradition in accordance with their iconographic roles. The narrative-style
depictions of women in Greek art, especially in ceramic forms, provide data on the daily life of women.

The depictions that we access from a limited area find the chance to express themselves in a
wide area in today's world where mass communication tools proliferate at an unprecedented speed. In
order to understand society and art, iconographic depictions of the past can be visually enriched through
new approaches and strengthen the connection between the past and the present. Artificial intelligence
tools, which are visually revolutionary, create a unique form of communication for these areas of
expression through the various sources they feed on. In this context, the template created by utilizing
depictions of women in Greek art has been reinterpreted with the perception of artificial intelligence.
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
