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	Abstract



	In today's world, where resources are limited and time is limited, reaching the optimum solution in every sense is seen as one of the main aims of many goals. The Turkish Armed Forces needs strategic, operative and tactical positions/barracks that it will equip with reserves for its needs. While meeting this need, the Turkish Armed Forces acts to obtain the minimum cost and maximum benefit by using the resources correctly and appropriately. From this point of view, it is thought that the selection of military positions/barracks is of critical importance. The aim of this study is to make the optimum site selection decision by means of the criteria that are considered important without going through a whole research for the location of the military position/barracks. It can be said that there may be many criteria in making this decision. Criteria based on expert opinions; Distances to Logistics Networks, Public Institutions and Organizations, Housing and Social Facilities, Affiliated Main Unit or Other Nearby Union, Infrastructure Status, Mission Concept and Property Belonging Status of the Planned Area. It is aimed to provide a basis for an easier location selection by placing the special issues that are desired to be examined for military location selection on this study. In order to achieve this goal, the Analytical Hierarchy Process method, one of the multi-criteria decision-making methods, was used.
