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Ozet

Tarih boyunca insanoglu birbirleri ile iletisim i¢inde olmaya calismis ve hayatim1 bu sekilde
kolaylastirmaya ¢abalamistir. Onceleri bireyler bazinda olan bu iletisim sekli igin sozler ve hikayeler
yeterli olmustur. Ancak insan niifusunun artmasi ve insanlarin énce topluluklara, sonra da irklara ve en
son olarak medeniyet ve iilkelere ayrilmasina neden olmustur. Bu ayirim toplumlar arasinda sadece dilin
etkisini yetersiz birakmistir. Kimi zaman insanlar iilkelerinin menfaatleri ¢cergevesinde anlagtiklari gibi
kimi zaman da bilimsel, kiiltiirel baglar ve sanatsal etkinliklerle bir araya gelmis ve belli bir barig
siirecine katkida bulunmuslardir. Bu siirecte etkilesim sadece barig igin olmamis, ayni zamanda iginde
bulundugumuz diinyanin diizeni ve var olmasi i¢in de birlikte ¢aligmalar yapilmis ve yapilmaya devam
etmektedir. Ozellikle giiniimiizde biiyiik bir kiitlesel sorun olan terdrizm, gevre kirliligi, global 1sinma,
gida ve su kaynaklarinin azalmasi iilkeleri bu konuda hareket gegirmis durumdadir. Ancak birbirine
yakin toplumlar oldugu gibi birbirlerine uzak kalmig toplumlar da mevcuttur. Bu tiir yakinlagsmalar i¢in
oncelikle bilimsel ve sanatsal ¢aligmalar toplumlarin kaynagmasi i¢in biiyiik bir 6nem tasimaktadir. Bu
arastirma sanat ve tasarimin kamu kurumlarinda kullanilabilirliginin degerlendirilmesi, ortaya ¢ikan
mevcut durumun stratejik bir bakigla incelenmesi, Kuzey Kutbu ve Grénland halklarinin geleneksel
sanat eserlerinin, isaretleri ve sembollerinin geleneksel Tiirk sanatiyla olan benzerligini incelemesi, iki
toplum arasindaki benzerlikleri bulmak ve bu konuda tasarimsal bir yaklasimla iki toplum arasinda
gelecekte saglam bir bag kurmanin 6nemini vurgulamak amaciyla yapilmistir.
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Abstract

Throughout history, human beings have tried to communicate with each other and have tried to make
their life easier in this way. Words and stories were sufficient for this form of communication, which
was previously on the basis of individuals. However, the increase in the human population has led to the
separation of people first into communities, then into races, and finally into civilizations and countries.
This distinction has left only the effect of language inadequate between societies. Sometimes people
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agreed within the framework of the interests of their countries, sometimes they came together with
scientific, cultural ties and artistic activities and contributed to a certain peace process. In this process,
the interaction has not only been for peace, but also for the order and existence of the world we live in.
Especially today, terrorism, environmental pollution, global warming, reduction of food and water
resources, which are a major mass problem, have taken action in this regard. However, just as there are
societies that are close to each other, there are also societies that are far from each other. For this kind
of rapprochement, first of all, scientific and artistic studies are of great importance for the cohesion of
societies. This research aims to evaluate the usability of art and design in public institutions, to examine
the current situation with a strategic view, to examine the similarities between the traditional art works,
signs and symbols of the peoples of the North Pole and Greenland with traditional Turkish art, to find
the similarities between the two societies and to find out the similarities between the two societies with
a design approach. It was made in order to emphasize the importance of establishing a solid bond
between the society in the future.
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
