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Graduonymic relations unifying such kind of semantic categories as synonymy and antonymy, serve in order to provide coherency and meaning of the speech in linguistics. It creates an opportunity for scientific proof of difference between lexical units concerning their level and quantity, and for identification of specific peculiarities of each language. It has to be noted, that comparison of semantic categories and phenomena between two languages, which belong two different types, investigation of their similar and different peculiarities brings to improve theoretical basis of each language, also brings to appear new notions, terms and categories. 
The phenomenon of graduonymy (grading) was found in the works of many our great thinkers, such as Mahmud Kashgariy, Yusuf Hos Hojib, Alisher Navoi, Zakhiriddin Mukhammad Babur and others. Phenomenon of graduonymy as an object in the Uzbek linguistics was recorded as one of the types of interconditional semantic relations in 1989, and this phenomenon was called graduonymy [1]. In the candidate's dissertation by R.Safarova this phenomenon was considered as a scientific hypothesis in 1990 [2], and Sh.Orifjonova in her candidate's dissertation thoroughly studied the lexical graduonymy in 1993-1994 [3]. Phenomenon of graduonymy was founded and developed in the Uzbek linguistics. It also found its place in Russian linguistics. In 1997, O.Bozorov in his doctoral dissertation hypothesized that graduonymy exists not only in the system of relations between words, it is a kind of general relations, manifested in the field of phonetics, phonology, morphology and stylistics [4].

In the Uzbek substantial (formal and functional) linguistics the concept of graduonymy has been recognized as one of the common type of relations not only in the lexical, but also in the morphological, syntactic and stylistic level of language and a lot of investigations have been carried out in this area. Such studies were initiated in 80-ies of the last century [5, 1], following years in this area there were serious research works [3, 4, 6]. In the 90-ies of the last century this scientific concept of scientific research has been recorded in the textbooks and teaching aids in schools and universities, as well as in the published Uzbek dictionary of linguistic terms. Thus the concept of graduonymy and graduonymic relations in the Uzbek linguistics passed from lexis into morphology and even syntax, and even received the status of the type of common language relationship [7]. N.Vokhidova presented to the European linguists the idea of the importance of linguistic division of dictionary grading in German. This new idea has demanded serious corrections into the created in 1996 Germanic system of computer dictionaries and vocabulary (the system NET, NETZ, SHATZ) [8]. This indicates the widespread idea of the graduonymy research. However, not in all languages the graduonymic relationships studied enough. In particular, in Uzbek and English the questions on the typology relationship of graduonymy has not yet been the object of study.

We have analyzed the history of the study of the phenomenon of graduonymy in the Uzbek linguistics, graduonymy and materials related to the study of this phenomenon in the different language levels, in particular, in phonology, morphology, syntax. 

For the first time the problem of graduonymy was highlited in scientific work by O.Bozorov [4], simultaneously this problem to some extent was examined in studies of other linguists. Graduonymy has been studied in phonetic, lexical, morphological and syntactic levels, but in syntactic and stylistic levels this phenomenon has been studied insufficiently. In the doctoral dissertation of O.Bozorov, in scientific work of Sh.Orifzhonova [3], directly dedicated to lexical graduonymy in Uzbek has been reflected such arguments that the meaning gradation is a type of interconditional relations. In these research works have been discussed graduonymic lines and their unifying seme, the degree of study of this problem in linguistics. In this chapter was analyzed graduonymy in such parts of speech such as noun, adjective, pronoun, adverb and verb, expressed thoughts about the creation of graduonymic lines according to increasing or decreasing of colorfulness of lexis.

Gradual entry, concerning graduonymy of theoretical views from the Uzbek linguistics into the world, the disclosure of its essence and content has served as a great contribution of the Uzbek linguistics to the development of science. In this research work expressed attitude to the ideas by O.Bozorov that lexical graduonymy acts basing on denotative and connotative semes, and to the study by him concerning graduonymy in nouns, adjectives, verbs, pronouns and adverbs in Uzbek. We have studied problems stated in this research and identified that the number of parts of graduonymic line must be at least of three members, members of the line should be arranged in ascending order of gradation, increasing the quantity, quality, and enhancing the beauty and expressiveness. If some of the lexical graduonyms have two or more very close in meaning options, then in this case between them ought to be placed symbol (/), and they are all presented in one line. Along with this, it was recommended to give to graduonymic lines with the cyclic character the title of cyclical graduonymic lines. The essence of cyclic graduonymic lines is that, if the words concerning to some kind of phenomenon are located in a start and end points, then these points are not antonyms to each other, so they are in a cyclic motion. As an example of this type of graduonymic line can be presented the following words «kecha-bugun-ertaga» (yesterday – today – tomorrow), or weekdays, months, seasons. 
In the Uzbek language there are suffixes that form adverbs, e.g. -cha, -larcha, -lab, the most productive of them is suffix -lab. In creation of graduonymic lines, adverbs formed by the suffixes have been observed that the order of lexical graduonymy from the bottom to up, i.e. from the point 0 to the positive direction in ascending order. As mentioned above, if an adverb is formed with the help of suffix -lab, then these adverbs compile not cyclic lines, but graduonymic line of adverbs, pointing to the increase of quantity. For example, kunlab→haftalab →oylab→ yillab (days-weeks-months-years). Expression of graduonymy in imitative and descriptive lexis, presenting them in any form is considered to be subjective. In oral speech they can be expressed by raising the intonation, but in written form there is an opportunity to make the letters bigger. In addition, in exclamation lexis expression of graduonymy can be considered as subjective. 
In the work by D.A.Cruse «Lexical semantics», in the chapter «Rank, degree and grade» similar phenomenon was examined [9]. It should be noted that in the works of English scientists related to the semantics their views on synonymy, antonymy and other semantic categories are still controversial. In English linguistics graduonymy, like other semantic categories, has not been the object of study, did not take place in the academic literature and academic grammars. It is known that in the Indo-European languages dictionaries are based on deep and strong principles and are recognized throughout the world, but due to the fact that the phenomenon of graduonymy has not been the object of a separate study, there haven’t been created dictionaries of graduonymic lines.

As a result of analysis can be concluded that graduonymy exists in the English language as in the Uzbek language, because there are lexis which can combine synonyms, antonyms directing from the point 0 to both sides (left and right). In the research work was analyzed graduonymy, i.e. the majority of lexis, which can form graduonymic lines in all parts of speech in English, and there were made up graduonymic lines. Lexis, which can form graduonymic lines in the English language have been proved by conducting online surveys among English-speaking representatives, and through a survey conducted among teachers with many years of experience in teaching English and Master Degree Course students on specialty «Linguistics (English)» of the National University of Uzbekistan.

As for the similarities and differences of lexical graduonymy in the Uzbek and English languages, that due to the fact that in the dictionaries of the English language there are complete, thorough, detailed interpretation of the words, it is possible to create graduonymic lines with a large number of lexis. Because of the originality of the Uzbek language, its linguocultural and other features there are defined several peculiarities not similar to graduonymic lines in English. For example, the line of the Uzbek language «nimchorak →chorak → yarim → butun» is definitely different from the line of «quarter → half → whole» in English. In the line of the English language there is no equivalent of the word «nimchorak».

Based on the analysis of sources there was defined some graduonymic lines in both compared languages of micro- and macrograduonymic lines and also was recommended their introduction in scientific sphere, in linguistics. For example, if the line of «cold-warm-hot» is considered as macrograduonymic line because of the presence of antonyms in its poles, thus there has been put forward the idea that if it does not have in its poles antonyms such as «chilly → cold → icy → mild → balmy → warm» and another type is «warm → hot → scorching → sultry → blistering» that is considered as miсrograduonymic line. It’s more important to note that by means of joining above mentioned miсrograduonymic lines there is a possibility to form maсrograduonymic line involving all parts of «сhilly → cold → icy → mild → balmy → warm → hot → scorching → sultry → blistering».
As in every part or any field there are own unique features, so even in graduonymy can be observed a similar phenomenon. There are graduonymic lines of lexis in any language on the increase or decrease, on the enormity and smallness that do not provide equivalent or just has no equivalent in the comparing language. Such lines are to be considered to call «the unique graduonymic lines»

Graduonymy of verbs have been examined by the following types of verbs in Uzbek; as verbs of motion, speech, condition, resulted action, mental verbs and verbs of relation. According to the results can be stated that not all verbs can create graduonymic line. As for verbs of motion we can say that verbs connected with hand have no graduonymic lines, for example, yozmoq (write), tutmoq (keep), and ushlamoq (hold). But this verb otmoq (to throw) has other variants of more intensive throwing of something that is why there is a graduonymic line of it: irg’itmoq→otmoq→uloqtirmoq.

Most of the verbs in English can have their graduonymic line. For example, activity verbs: run→ scamper→jog→trot→gallop→rush→sprint; communication verbs: shout→yell→cry (out); roar→howl→bellow→bawl; mental verbs: be infatuated with→love→adore →idolize→worship→be besotted with→dote on; causative verbs: allow→permit→let. But verbs of aspect can have gradunymic line if the word has antonym like begin-finish. – begin→continue→finish.
According to the results of analysis, we can say that the following lexis belonging to verbs of occurrence because of the meaning, as they do not have variants expressing increase or gecrease. Such kind of verbs have their contextual synonyms, for example, to develop – to grow, to prosper, to progress, to flourish; to change – to modify, to amend, to alter. And verbs of existence or relations can not create graduonymic lines as well as these type of verbs have only stylistic synonyms and contextual variants. For example, live, indicate, exist. Graduonymic lines of verbs in comparing languages differ from each other according to the quantity of members, sometimes there more members in Uzbek, in some cases in English

If we take into account the specificity of each language, peculiarities of synonyms and antonyms that are available in active and passive lexemes, their linguocultural, geographic and ethnographic features, then it is obvious that in their lexical graduonymy can be found similarities and distinctive features.
Graduonymy and gradation are different phenomena; there are cases when linguists replace the term gradation to the term intensification. Russian linguists S.M.Kolesnikova, S.A.Tihomirov, G.V.Kireeva, S.S.Kadyseva included a number of terms related to gradation, such as graduator, gradosema, gradazionnaya shkala. In this chapter have been determined similar features of graduality with intensification as well as with stylistic device as gradation. It should be noted that there is no single solution for many issues related to this phenomenon. During the investigation has been found out the performance of these three events in a confused state in the comparing languages. Graduonymy is totally different from others, and it is not investigated in other languages, particularly in English. 
We know that nature and society consist of similar and opposite phenomena and derivatives in particular, science is not an exception. In each language unit there are similarities and distinctive sides with others. In particular, it is clearly evident in graduonymy and synonymy, and graduonymy and antonymy. In the paper have been analyzed the degree of study of graduonymy and synonymy, graduonymy and antonymy in the Uzbek and English languages.

If we are talking about the phenomena of graduonymy and synonymy then on the basis of examples it was shown that synonymous line can be part of graduonymic line. The results showed that synonymous lexemes entered by the English scientists and called near-synonym, and in other languages it is often called quasi-synonyms can create graduonymic lines. Such kind of synonyms can be distinguished according to their very close meaning but they have slight difference in usage. For example, in Uzbek «qizg’anchiq, xasis, qurumsoq (stingy)».
It is known that in dictionaries, at first there are often given more frequently used variants of synonyms, and then rarely used. In the future in dictionaries of graduonyms must be given on the basis of a number of features, such as an increase in volume, usage scale, increase of the speed, etc. It serves to determine the distinctive features of synonymy and graduonymy. Although synonymy and graduonymy resemble to each other, in fact they are different phenomena. 

The works of some scientists on the phenomenon of antonymy and results were justified on the basis of analysis in the presence of antonyms in the poles of graduonymic lines. Antonymy was investigated in both comparing languages, but there is no work, concerning its relation to graduonymy, their similarity and distinctive features.

Graduonymic line must consist of at least three parts. The last members of the right and left sides of graduonymic lines can sometimes be antonyms to each other, and sometimes may not be antonyms. Basing on the semantic and contextual features of the calibrated lexemes, it depends on the structure of graduonymic line. Located at the poles of graduonymic lines the lexemes are antonyms to each other, the right and left sides of zero level are considered as separate graduonymic lines. With respect to such lines there can be applied micrograduonymic line of  terms. If each pole is opposites, they are considered as macrograduonymic lines [10]. Terms micrograduonymic and macrograduonymic lines must be entered in scientific communication, and this phenomenon should be studied separately in semasiology of other languages.
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
